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2007 Assistance to Firefighters Grants Application Period 
Now Open 
 
The Department of Homeland Security's Office of Grants and Training (G&T) will begin 
accepting applications for the Fiscal Year (FY) 2007 Assistance to Firefighters Grants (AFG) 
beginning March 29, 2007, at 8:00 a.m. Eastern Daylight Time (EDT) with the deadline for 
receipt of the applications no later than May 4, 2007 at 5:00 p.m. EDT. The AFG, which will 
be distributed in phases throughout FY 2007, will ultimately award approximately $492.3 
million.  
 
Interested applicants can access the FY 2007 AFG application through the AFG website 
(www.firegrantsupport.com), the U.S. Fire Administration's (USFA) website 
(www.usfa.fema.gov), and the Grants.gov website (www.grants.gov). This website contains 
important information on the AFG, including the FY 2007 funding priorities and program 
guidance, a web-based tutorial on the application process, a listing of frequently asked 
questions, and other materials. Fire departments that have questions regarding this grant 
opportunity should contact the Help Desk at 1-866-274-0960 or at firegrants@dhs.gov. 
During the application period, Help Desk hours will be from 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, and on Saturdays from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. EDT. Additional help desk 
hours may be added if demand is high.  
 
Eligible applicants for the FY 2007 AFG are limited to fire departments and nonaffiliated 
emergency medical service (EMS) organizations operating within the 50 United States, the 
District of Columbia, Guam, Puerto Rico, Virgin Islands, American Samoa, or the 
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands. Interested applicants may submit two 
separate applications for consideration under each of the following two program areas: 
  
•        Operations and Safety Program Area: Eligible activities for fire departments and 

nonaffiliated EMS organizations are limited to training, equipment, personal protective 
equipment, wellness and fitness, and health and safety modifications to stations and 
facilities. 

  
•        Vehicle Acquisition Program Area: Eligible apparatus available to fire departments 

under this program area include, but are not limited to, pumpers, brush trucks, 
tankers/tenders, rescue vehicles, ambulances, quints, aerials, foam units, and fireboats.

Report on Fire Code Adoption in Colorado 
 
The Colorado State Fire Chiefs’ Association (CSFCA) conducted a survey of 
Colorado fire departments from 12/18/2006 – 2/6/2007. Among other things, 
this survey was designed to collect information on the current status of fire 
code, urban wildland interface code, and wildland fire mitigation plan 
adoption in the state.  
 
A total of 107 fire departments responded to the survey out of approximately 398 
fire departments in the state, for a response rate of 26.8%.

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Volunteer Chiefs Section Organizational Meeting Held 
 
The recently adopted Strategic Plan calls for the creation of a Volunteer Chief Officers' Section of 
the CSFCA, which would focus on addressing the unique needs of Chief Officers of volunteer fire 
and emergency services organizations. 
  
A committee was established for the purpose of exploring the concept, creating the framework for 
the new section and developing a strategy for its implementation.  The first meeting of the 
committee was held on Saturday, March 24, 2007 in Alamosa.  This meeting resulted in the 
development of a proposed mission statement and goals, conceptual organizational structure, and 
implementation strategy.  All of which is subject to the approval of the CSFCA Board of Directors 
and the charter members of the new section. 
  
Proposed Mission Statement 
 
The mission of the Volunteer Chief Officers Section of the CSFCA is to provide information, 
education, services and representation to the Chief Officers of volunteer fire and emergency 
services organizations in Colorado to enhance their capability and professionalism. 
  
Proposed Goals 
 
1.    Develop a means to reach out to all fire chiefs of volunteer fire and emergency services 

organizations in Colorado. 
  
2.    Increase membership and participation in the Colorado State Fire Chiefs Association by Chief 

Officers of volunteer fire and emergency services organizations. 
  
3.    Develop a process to identify and satisfy unmet needs for information, training and services for 

Chief Officers of volunteer fire and emergency services organizations. 
  
4.    Deliver timely information on critical issues and educational opportunities to the Chief Officers 

of volunteer fire and emergency services organizations in Colorado. 
  
5.    Provide leadership, expertise and direction on issues affecting volunteer fire and emergency 

services organizations. 
  
6.    Increase active participation on CSFCA committees and task groups by volunteer chief officers 

to ensure that the unique needs of volunteer fire and emergency services organizations are 
considered.
